>My 95 1/2 944 just developed a strange problem. When I move the turn signal >lever (left or right does not matter), the flasher indicator on the dash just >stays lit, and the turn signals do no flash. I am not sure if this is >something broke in the switch assembly on the steering column, or some type >of relay or other electrical problem. Has anyone seen this before? Thanks.

When my turn signal relay went out it exhibited this symptom.  It occured more gradually, i.e., it would blink a few times then the dash light would stay on. After a while, it wouldn't flash at all.  A new relay fixed the problem.

Subject: TECH: Resolution for turn signal switch failure ‑ cheap!

A while ago I posted about my turn signal switch not turning off by itself when I made a left hand turn.  When I removed the steering wheel, after marking it with nailpolish so I could replace it without having a cockeyed wheel, I noticed the plastic piece that does the turnoff was slightly worn in the left hand turnoff direction.  I took a small nail file to it, and flattened out the edge, and wrapped 3 layers of electrical tape with RTV to

seal it well onto the plastic protrusion on the end of the steering wheel.  Put it all back together and whallah ‑ it works perfectly.  I used the RTV cause I was concerned about the electrical tape unraveling and giving me a nightmare to steer with eventually.....  I pulled the wheel again after about 200 miles with loads of turns, and it still looks great, no unraveling at all.
