If I might interject: We used to sell only chips before the ARC2‑HR fuel controller was available.  The only reason to change a DME chip is if you want to raise the RPM limit and/or change to a soft rev control.  Other than that a stock DME is fine with the ARC2.  If you plan on running higher boost than you will need a performance KLR chip.  Contrary to what you may have heard, KLR's

are very similar from one manufacturer to another (except for some who set the overboost threshold too low).  Ours is only slightly different than an Autothority or Dinan/Weltmeister chip.  If you have a set of chips that is working fine for you than you can run them with our ARC2 or MAF kit.  If your chips don't work than we will send out ours for a small price to fix the problem, as we did with Joe Mills.  Once the car is working well the ARC2 will operate with most conceivable HP increases up to about 600 HP after which it can be reprogrammed for free to go higher ( we haven't had to do that yet).  Most customers that have continued development on their cars over the years have gone through 4+ or so sets of chips and would keep doing so unless they went to an ARC2.
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
